Dear Bernard, thanks for your question. The Eucalyptus cinerea (silver dollar gum eucalyptus) is an ornamental small tree very common in gardens around the world. The color of the leaves, the odor of the plant, and the fancy shrub aspect provide an excellent gardening potential for this Eucalyptus species. The odor is due to the essential oils, very common in Eucalyptus leaves. These oils are used for several purposes, including medicines, aromatic detergents, candies, etc. The only potential risk you may eventually have is that someone may be allergic to one or another of these oils, but this is very unusual. There are some references about the risk assessment for Eucalyptus cinerea, and in most cases, it is a very low risk plant, for this reason recommended for gardens. In case you have the shrub in your garden for years, and no allergy or any other problem related to the presence of this plant, there is no reason to be afraid to shred branches and leaves for composting these plant residues. Also, the decomposition of the organic wastes will not be affected, most of the eucalyptus wastes are easily decomposed in composting processes.
