I work at UPM-Kymmene Wood Products Division in Finland. We are trying to learn more about manufacturing of mechanical wood products out of Eucalyptus. Dear Robin, thanks for your message. 

In Brazil, the utilization of Eucalyptus wood for timber solid products has improved a lot and it is also growing at very sound rate. There are good reasons for this: 

· the wood price; 

· the researches and results of drying the wood without bringing collapse defects; 

· the forest breeding, allowing Eucalyptus clones to be very specific to the use of the wood for timber, panels, veneers, etc.; 

· the example of several industrial facilities running with top quality products; 

· the veneer case is well represented by the American company Boise Cascade that has installed a couple of years ago a veneer plant in Guaiba, South Brazil. It is my understanding that they are producing good quality products for exports.
