Good morning Jeff, 

Thanks for the recent e-mail message with your article on Tree Farmer.

I'd like to bring to you my views on this issue you placed me a question, I hope you may understand my points. The truth is that I'm completely against such type of procedure: to completely harvest the young plantations, removing everything from the baby forests. It is to be one of the most dramatic harmful effects on soil deterioration and depletion in the history of the modern silviculture. I'm writing an article about this in my Eucalyptus Newsletter number 19. It is already available in Portuguese in my www.eucalyptus.com.br. The English version is to come next month. I hope you may read it, and comment later.

Chloride ions may be found regularly on leaves and canopies of forest plantations, mainly those close to sea shores. They are brought by winds and they accumulate, or they are even absorbed by trees from soils. They are also present as wood components.

Chloride ion accumulation is also a problem to kraft pulping, because the chloride ions may accumulate in the liquor recovery cycle and be responsible for ash deposits in the recovery boiler. For this very reason the pulp manufacturers are used to purge a part of the recovery boiler electrostic precipitator ashes once and a while, based on evaluations of the ratio potassium and chloride in these boiler ashes.
