Dear Ms. Aline, unfortunately the species of Eucalyptus are very sensitive to very cold weather. Even frosts are able to kill some more sensitive species. For this reason the Eucalyptus are not being planted in the frozen weather as those in Northern America and Europe. You may find Eucalyptus only in regions where the weather is milder or tropical. In USA, Eucalyptus are abundant in California, Florida, Texas, but not New York, Ohio, etc. The same in Europe, they are common in Spain, Portugal, France, but not in Norway, Sweden, etc.
