Resposta por Celso Foelkel: / Answer by Celso Foelkel:

Dear David, thanks for your question about your worries. Any tree may receive environmental effects such as lack of water, frosts, or to have some pest attack or serious diseases. For these reasons, you are advised to pay attention to the eucalyptus tree health all the time. There are centennial eucalyptus all over the world, these trees have a long life. 

However, you should pay attention to large branches and to the potential damages they may bring to your house. 

It is difficult to advise far from, but in case you feel threatened, better to ask a local agronomist to have a look. In case you like the tree and want to preserve it, it is always possible to build some protection in case of the incidence of a strong wind or tornado. Some eucalyptus trees are sensitive to strong winds and they may have the stem broken from the middle to the top. Another thing to watch are the roots; are they healthy? Is the soil deep or short in depth? Even in the case the tree does not break, it may fall down due to winds. For this reason, very important the root system.

Good luck and keep monitoring.
